Liability Insurance for Baby Sitting Business Operators
This insurance covers the legal liability of the babysitting service provider in the event that a child or third party is injured, or their property is damaged due to supervisory errors while the babysitter is caring for the children, or due to food or beverages prepared by the babysitter, during the insurance period.
	Main Examples of Incidents Covered by Liability Insurance:
・A serious injury occurs due to the babysitter's negligence, resulting in a head injury.
・ A child suffers severe burns when the lid of an electric kettle comes off due to the babysitter's negligence.
・ While playing with a child, the babysitter's negligence causes the child to fall and break a front tooth. 
・ Due to the babysitter's inadequate supervision, a child trips over a block and breaks an arm.

1. Legal Liability for Compensation
1 For bodily injury cases: covers expenses such as medical costs, transportation for medical visits, lost wages, and damages for pain and suffering.
2 For property damage cases: covers expenses for repairs and replacement costs.

2. Costs for Emergency Measures: includes costs incurred for providing immediate assistance, such as first aid, to the affected party.

3. Litigation Costs: covers lawsuit expenses, including court and attorney fees.
4. Liability for Personal Rights Violations: compensates for damages resulting from legal liability due to defamation or invasion of privacy.

5. Initial Response Costs: includes costs for preserving and clearing the accident site, photographing the scene, and investigating the cause of the incident.
6. Victim’s Medical Expenses: in cases where bodily injury results in the victim’s hospitalization, severe permanent disability, or death, this includes expenses borne by the insured for hospitalization, as well as reasonable costs for gifts or expressions of condolence.

7. Additional Costs: covers expenses incurred to prevent or mitigate further damage, costs related to preserving or enforcing rights, and costs for cooperating with the insurance company’s resolution efforts.
